4 St. Blaise Blessing of the Throat

Catholics traditionally receive a
blessing of the throat on the feast
day of St. Blaise (Feb. 3), who was a
bishop and martyr of fourth-century
“* Armenia. During the blessing, a
cross is formed from two blessed candles that are held over
the throat.

St. Blaise Blessing of the Throat, Explained

Perhaps it’s an example of divine providence that the feast
of St. Blaise falls on Feb. 3 — right in the middle of cold
and flu season! This fourth-century Armenian saint was a
bishop and martyr and is venerated as the patron of those
who suffer from illnesses of the throat.

On his feast day, Catholics traditionally receive a blessing of
the throat. This blessing is administered by a priest, deacon
or a lay minister who follows the rites and prayers designat-
ed for a layperson. During the blessing, the minister takes
two candles that were blessed on the feast of the Presenta-
tion and makes a cross in front of the throat, saying
“Through the intercession of Saint Blaise, bishop and mar-
tyr, may God deliver you from every disease of the throat
and from every other illness.” A priest or deacon will then
make the sign of the cross.

Los catolicos tradicionalmente re-
ciben una bendicion de la garganta
en la fiesta de San Blas (3 de febre-
ro0), quien fue obispo y martir de la
Armenia del siglo IV.

Bendicion de San Blas para la Garganta, Explicada
Tal vez sea un ejemplo de la divina providencia que la
fiesta de San Blas caiga el 3 de febrero, jjusto en medio
de la temporada de resfriados y gripe! Este santo armenio
del siglo IV fue obispo y martir y es venerado como el
patron de aquellos que sufren de enfermedades de la gar-
ganta.

En el dia de su fiesta, los catolicos reciben tradicional-
mente una bendicion de la garganta. Esta bendicion es
administrada por un sacerdote, didcono o un ministro lai-
co que sigue los ritos y oraciones designados para un lai-
co. Durante la bendicion, el ministro toma dos velas que
fueron bendecidas en la fiesta de la Presentacion y hace
una cruz frente a la garganta, diciendo: "Por la intercesion
de San Blas, obispo y martir, que Dios te libre de toda
enfermedad de la garganta y de cualquier otra enferme-
dad". A continuacion, un sacerdote o didcono haré la se-
fial de la cruz.

In my second year of theology
studies, I went to confession to a
priest visiting the seminary for a
three-day retreat. My heart wasn’t
in it. I was going through the

' =~ motions. I confessed my sins and
walted for his response. The priest said, “For your
penance, I’d like you to go into the chapel and repeat
the words “You are my beloved Son, with you I am
well pleased’ (Luke 3:22) until they mean something to
you.” Easy penance, I thought.

But to my surprise, I struggled to say those words. I
sensed a strong interior resistance blocking them. How
could God be well-pleased with me? He couldn’t be, I
thought. A battle within me ensued. Two hours later,
the resistance vanished, and I found myself able to
speak, and claim as my own, those marvelous words. |
emerged from the chapel with a new, deep, peaceful
conviction that [ was indeed God’s beloved son.

Those words are a precious gift from heaven to all of
us. Jesus’ baptism, which we celebrate this week, offers
them to us. Are we willing to receive these words
anew? Many things can block this deepening of our
baptismal identity: failings, sins, disappointments,
traumas, problems, and so on. Yet God’s love is always
greater. This week I challenge you to prayerfully repeat
these words over yourself — or perhaps over someone
you’re struggling to love — until those words find a
home in your heart.
